C. Police Contract – The Lycoming Regional Police Department had a Cost Analysis Study done to explore options 
                             for police coverage costs. There were three options considered for recommendations regarding 

   cost distribution to be shared among the municipalities they serve.  Our supervisors attended a   

   meeting earlier this summer and also met with the Police Commission to get information and 

   give input concerning this study and the costs involved. Flyers were handed out to the residents    

   that attended the meeting so they could see the options that were being considered.  Option #1 
   is based on the current percentage amounts our cost would be $48,734.00 per year. Option #2 
   is based on Per Capita of each municipality; our cost for this option would be $112,500.00 per 

   year based on 661 residents living within our township.  Option #3 is based on a combination of 
   population, incidents, crimes and road miles; our cost for this option would be $108,935.00 per 

   year. The supervisors were in favor of adopting Option #1 which would be a lesser monetary 

   impact for our budget, but it was discovered that a vote had taken place within the Police 

   Department to accept Option #2.  This left our supervisors with the reality of figuring out how to 
   cover the cost of $112,500.00 which is an increase of $71,102.04 from what we presently pay.
   Also, it was discussed that this is only for two years and more than likely costs will continue to 

   go up.  There was in-depth discussion among the two police officers, the supervisors and the 
   residents in attendance.  Concerns were expressed about the cost increase and the supervisors 
   explained that they would have to implement a 3-mil tax increase in order to make up for the 
   large monetary increase for our police coverage; this was something they are not in favor of.  
   Then there were questions and concerns about the raising of the taxes for our residents. 
   Discussion took place regarding how often we are in need of police coverage since in reality 
   crime is relatively low in our township.  After much discussion and input from everyone in 
   attendance a vote was taken by a raising of hands from the residents.  The results were they do 
   not want taxes to be raised even if it means no police coverage from LRPD.  Everyone there 
   understood this would result in needing to call 911 and wait for the State Police to arrive.  Even 
   though this was the case, the people attending the meeting voted unanimously to have no police 
   coverage if it results in paying the $112,500 results in raising taxes 3 mil.  The supervisors agreed 
   with this, so the policemen said they would take this information back to the commission and see
   if something could be amended.  We will review this issue again at the September meeting.
